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The fundanental nodel for web Iinks and the "Link Relations" registry
are established by [RFC5988]. This specification defines and adds

the followi ng additional link relation types to the registry:

"about", "preview', "privacy-policy", "terns-of-service", and "type"
2. "about™

The "about" link relation can be used to refer to a resource that is

the subject or topic of the link’s context. Miltiple subjects can be

i ndi cated through the use of multiple "about" link relations.

For exanple, if the context resource is a review about a particul ar
product, the "about"” link can be used to reference the URL of the

product:

3. "preview
The "preview' link relation can be used to refer to a resource that
serves as a preview of the link's context, likely with reduced

quality or limted content. For instance, the preview |link night
reference a screen capture of a video, a brief snippet of audio from

a song, or a thunbnail representation of an inmage.
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For exanple, issuing an HTTP HEAD request to a URl representing a
| arge video or inage file might return a link to a short or |ower-
quality preview of the original

4. "privacy-policy"

The "privacy-policy" link relation can be used to refer to a resource
descri bing the privacy policy associated with the Iink's context.

The privacy policy can be any resource that discloses what persona

i nformati on about the user is collected and how that persona
information is stored, used, managed, and di sclosed to other parties.

For exanple, an HITP server that collects personal infornmation about
a user throughout the course of the user’s interaction with the
service can include "privacy-policy" links within all HTTP responses
usi ng any conbi nation of Link headers or |inks enbedded in the
response payl oad:

Note that in the absence of clear |egal obligations placed on an
entity, either through contract or |law, the presence of a "privacy-
policy" link does not constitute a legally binding obligation on the
part of the service. The |linked resource can only be interpreted as
a description of the expected practice.

It is recormended that publishers of privacy-policy resources |inked
to using the "privacy-policy" link relation provide a clear and

si mpl e mechani sm for signaling when changes to the privacy-policy
resource have been nmde, such as generating a new Entity Tag for the

resource or generating a hash over the privacy policy's content. The
extent to which nmechanisns are utilized is out of the scope of this
speci fication, however.

The "privacy-policy" Link Relation and P3P

The Platformfor Privacy Preferences [P3P] is a WBC Reconmmendati on
that defines a data format for the expression of privacy policy
information. Wile the "privacy-policy” link relation can be used to
ref erence P3P docunents, there is no intended relationship, normative
or otherw se, between this specification and the P3P Recomrendati on
As far as this specification is concerned, P3P docunents are just one
possi bl e type of resource that "privacy-policy" links can reference.

"t erns-of -service"

The "terms-of-service" link relation can be used to refer to a
resource describing the terns of service associated with the link's
context. The terns of service can be any resource that describes the
rules to which a consunmer of the service nust agree to foll ow when
using the service provided by the Iink’'s context.

For exanple, an HITP server can include "terns-of-service" |inks
within all HITP responses using any conbi nation of Link headers or
I i nks enbedded in the response payl oad:

It nust be noted that the terns of service linked to using this link
relation carry no | egal weight and can be ignored with inmpunity in
the absence of an explicit, legally enforceable contract. The |inked

terns of service are sinply a notice of the terns that nmay be
expected to apply once a contract is established.

"type"

The "type" link relation can be used to indicate that the context
resource is an instance of the resource identified by the target
Internationalized Resource ldentifier (IRl).

When used within the header of an HITP nessage, the type specified by
the "type" link relation cannot be confused with the content type of
the payl oad as given by the Content-Type header. The "type" |ink

rel ati on references the payl oad’' s abstract semantic type, whereas the
Cont ent - Type header identifies the specific serialization formt of

t he payl oad.

If the context can be considered to be an instance of multiple
semantic types, multiple "type" link relations can be used.
